ELPS COVID-19 Vaccination Clinic - Dose 2 
If your child received their first vaccine dose at our November 9 clinic at East Lansing 
High School, they should return this Tuesday, November 30 for their second 
dose.  Appointment times are the same as the Nov. 9 clinic.  The clinic will be held from 
3:00 - 7:00 p.m.  If you are unable to come at the same time as your previous 
appointment, please come any time during the clinic.  
 
If your child received their first vaccine dose last Saturday, November 20 at ELHS, 
please plan to return for a second dose Saturday, December 11 between 10:00 a.m. - 
3:00 p.m. - appointment times are the same as they were for the first dose. 
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Clinics are held in the Student Union (cafeteria) at East Lansing High 
School.  Please park in the lot behind the tennis courts and enter the building 
through Door #8 (Night Activities Entrance).  Staff will be there to provide 
direction.  A parent/guardian must accompany each student, and only one 
adult will be allowed in the union for each child in order to allow as much 
distancing as possible.

With our two onsite clinics, approximately 400 children between the ages of 5 - 11 
received their COVID-19 vaccination!  If you are still seeking a vaccine appointment for 
your child, the Ingham County Health Department and many local pharmacies and 
grocery stores (Rite Aid, Walgreens, Target, Meijer, Kroger, and more) are offering the 
vaccine.

New MMS and ELHS Positions Added - Still accepting applications! 
The transition back to school has been challenging for some students after having spent 
up to 18 months out of school.  To prepare for these anticipated needs, additional 
counselors, social workers and student advocates were hired to add student 
support.  Since our fall return, we have identified a need for additional supervision and 
support in our halls and on campus, especially during unstructured times like passing 
time, lunch and before and after school.  Last week, ELPS posted new positions for 
MacDonald Middle School and East Lansing High School to provide additional 
supervision and support for students.  There are two Student Support Monitor 
positions available at each building - the roles and responsibilities are listed in the 
postings below.
